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Commonwealth Wind

• Streamlined wind funding program
• Similar Funding Structure as LORI 

Program
• Focusing on well sited projects in good 

locations
• Long-term transparency
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84 kW (dc) PV 660 kW wind turbine
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Historical Perspective

• Small Renewables Initiative
– Non-competitive rebate program

– Fixed rebate provided on a $/W (nameplate) 
basis

• 82 awards, to date ~600 kW
• $2.1 million awarded
• 44 systems installed, ~300 kW



Progress Briefing - Summary of 
Findings

• 21 systems
• Between 2-59% of estimated production
• Average of ~30%

Revised Micro Wind Rebates

• Focus on the best 
projects in the best 
locations

• Revised rebate 
structure based on 
early learning



Primary Changes – Funding 
Structure

• $1,000 for every project
• $1.25/W based on the rated capacity of 

the system at 11 m/s
• $2.00/kWh in the first year; opportunity for 

year 2 increase

• Max. $4.00/W based on the rated capacity



Micro Wind: For Example

• Bergey XL
• Rated at 6 kW at 11 

m/s
• Base Rebate:

– $8,500
• Production Incentive 

(4,000 kWh)

– $8,000

For Micro Projects (<=100 kW)

• Investment Tax Credit (ITC)
• Covers up to 30% of project expenditures
• Available as a cash grant

For Public Wind Projects

• Clean Renewable Energy Bonds (CREBs)
• 0%, 20 year bonds
• IRS provided and guaranteed
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For Farm and Rural Business 
Projects

• Rural Energy for America Program 
(REAP) 

• 25% Grant for Total Project Cost
• USDA Administered
